2. The said schools shall strictly comply with the orders issued by the Government from time to
time, The Secondary School Code, Maharashtra Private School Employees (Conditions of service)
rules 1981

3. The terms and conditions as set out in Government resolution of 27 May 2003, procedures shall
be binding . ;

4. An undertaking from the Chairman of the Institution stating that he is prepared to run the
school on permanently Unaided basis shall be independently taken and preserved

5. The Financial status of the Institution is required to be sound and satisfactory

6. It shall be binding upon the institution to display a board at conspicuous place showing that the
schools is permanently unaided ¥

7. While corresponding with the Authorities and the Government, the schools should mention as
PERMANENTLY UNAIDED on their letter head.

8. Said Secondary schools shall comply with the Government orders issued from time to time (eg.
Admissions to students)

9. The English Medium schools shall not be entitled to any Aid from the government in future and
no claim of fees of the students shall be made. An indemnity to that effect shall be taken from

the Chairman by the Concerned Regional Dy. Director and safely preserved.

Before granting this permission the following points related to the institutions shall be ascertained
and only then permission be granted

1. The said institution is reglstered according to Bombay Pubhc Charitable Trust Act 1950 and
Society Registration Act| 11860. i

2. yhe proposal submitted by the said institution is not a su jECt matter of any court proceeding

)



3. Note be made in the register of Permanently Unaided schools

Only after inspection and satisfactory compliance of the terms and conditions, permission to start
secondary school shall be given. Care to that effect shall be taken by the Regional Dy. Director.

Any further action in this behalf shall be taken forthwith. Similarly after completing the process of
giving permissions to the said secondary schools, a report to that effect shall be submitted to the
Government.
