The school will follow the syllabus on the basis of curriculum prescribed by NCERT/CBSE and text books
publishing by NCERT/CBSE for the Middle Classes. The school wilt follow syllabus and courses as per scheme of
stuoies prescribed by the Board for Secondary/sr. Secondary School Examination and changes made therein from
time to time.
The school will follow the RTE Act, 2oo9 and instructions issued thereon by the CBSE/Respective State /UT Govtfilm time to time.

ensure computer student ratio of 1:20 at least. Proper software along with facility of Broad Band connectivity
with the feature of internet always on, from any service provider to be ensured. .

11' The section teacher ratio of 1 :1.5 is to be maintained to teach various subjects and school shall qualified
and trained teaching staff on regular basis as per provisions of Affiliation Bye Laws of the Board.

12' The school and its records shall be open for inspection by an officer/official of the Board or. i
representative of the Board/State Educational Department at iny time and the school 

"n"fiirri.fimay be asked for by the Board/State Government from time to time. i

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13. The accounts should be audited and certified by a Chartered Accountant and proper accounts statements should

be prepared in the name of school, as per rules. A copy each of the Statements oi Accounts should be sent to the
Board every year.

14. The school wlll strictly adhere with all rules regarding safety of students including Fire fighting and Transportation,
etc Further, school will provide adequate facilities for potable drinking water and'clean hialthy and hygienic toilets
with washing facilities for boys and girls separately in proportion to tha number of students.

15. Fees should normally be charged under the nead! presciibed by the Department of Education of the State/U.T. for
schools of different categories. No capitation fee or voluntary donations for gaining aomlssion in the school or
for any other purpose should be charged / collected in the name of the school Lnd ttie school should not subject
the child or his or her parents or guardians to any screening procedure in accordance with Rule No. 11.1, 2 ti 3.
Also, as per Chapter ll, Rule No. 11.1 of Affiliation aye-t-iws, fees charges should be commensurate with the
facilities provided by the institution.

16. The school should not use the activities for commercialization:_

18' School will not prepare any studenU start class for any other Board except CBSE from their CBSE affiliated
school building/ premises.

19' Admission to the school is to be made restricted under rule 6.1 of Examination bye laws and rule 12 (i, ii & iii) ofAffiliation bye taws.
20' The school has to constitute a committee for protection of woman from sexual harassment at the work place and

to abide by the guidelines and norms prescribed by the Hon'ble Supreme Court of lndia in W.p. criminal No.666-
70 ol 1992 Vishaskha and other State of Rajasthin and other delivered on 13.8.1997 mentioned under rule no.
10.9.

21' Each school affiliated/ to be affiliated with the Board shall frame service Rules for its employees which will be asper Education Act of the state/U.T., if the Act makes adoption of the same obligatory o[nerwise as per Service
Rules.given in Affiliation Bye Laws. Further, Service contract will be entered iith 

-each 
employee as per theprovisions in the Education Act of the state/ U.T., or as given in Appendix lll, if not oblijatory ai per the State

Education Act.
22. Pay and allowances to staff should be revised time to time to bring it at par with that to State Government.

Further, Salary and service condltions of staff should be provided i.e. ruie no. 3.3 (v) and rule no. 10.2 as
appended below:-
a. The school in lndia must pay salaries and admissible allowances to the staff not less than the corresponding

categories of employees in the State Government schools or as per scales etc. prescribed by the Governmen-t
of lndia." Further, the service conditions as per Rule 1o and Rules 24 lo 49 oi nffi ation Eiye-Laws also are
adhered to.

b. Salary should be paid through Electronic clearing Service (ECS) from the date of flrst appointment of the
teachers on probation.

24. Co,nlinuous sponsoring of students at Board examination is to be made as per rule 13.12 (iv), Failure to do so
will lead to suo moto withdrawal of the affiliation of the school for Secondary and Senior Seconarw grli",l-til" ,"
the case may be.
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25. As p€r rule 13.12 (ii), no affiliated school shall endeavour to present the candidates who are not on its roll nor shall

it present the candidates of its unamliated Branch/School to any of the Board's Examinations.
26. Running of classes of coaching institutions in the school pi'emises in the preiext oi provioing coaching to the

students for various examinations is not approved by the board. Strict action would be taken on defaulters.
27' As per rule no. 8.2 and 13. 1 1 , facilities for physically challenged student should oe aOeluatety provided and every

school shall promote inclusion of student with disabililies/special needs in the normal school'as per provisions of
the 'Persons with Disabitities Act i995,.

28. Health, sanitation and fire safety sholld be adequately equipped i.a.w. rule no. 3.3 (vii), rule g.5 and rule 23.1.1.
29. School infrastructure and teachers for examinationi conducted by the board and evaluation of answer scripts

should be made available as per rule no. 13.4.
30. As per rule no 8.8 (lv & v), every affiliated school to develop their own website containing comprehensive

information such as affiliation status, details of infrastructure, details of teachers, number of students, address-postal and e-mail, telephone nos. etc.
31' As per rule no. 3.3 h (vi), every school should organize at least one week training programme for teachers everyyear in association with any teachers trainino in.stitute recognizeC by thc Staic c-r'Ceniiai GoreinrrrenI or by any

agency identified by the Board.
32' Everysecondary and senior secondary school shall appoint a person on full time basis for performing the duties of

a Health Wellness teacher as per rule 53.5.
33. Strict adherence to the provisions of wild Life Protection Act while procuring plants and anrmals for the use in

- laboratories by the school must be made i.a.w. circular no 03 dated 21 May ZO1\.'
34. As per rule 15.1 (d), the school\ryill follow the syllabus on the basis of currtulum prescribed by NCERT/ CBSE andtext books publishing by NCERT/CBSE for the Middle classes as far as practicable or exercise extreme care whileselecting books of private publishers. The content must be scrutiny to preclude any objectionable content thathurts the feelings of any class, community, gender, religious group in society. lf fou;d p;escribed books having

such content, the school will have to take res,onsibility oisuchiontent. providld that the schoot woutd put a list oisuch boo-ks prescribed by it on its website with the written declaration duly signeJ oyihe rvranage, and the principal
to the effect that they have gone through the contents of the books prEr"rlo"i oy tne scnoot and own theresponsibility.

35' As per RTE act 2009 and Chapter lx rule No. 53.2.2(a\ and 53.3. a teacher aopointed to teach ctass I to V and Vlto vlll should pass in the Central Teacher Eligibility Test (CTET)/ State reatirer eritinirity Test (TET) conducted
by the appropriate Government in-acc-ordance with the guidelines iramed by the tiCfitor t'ne purpose.

37' 5-6 names of persons not below tne rani-f Friniffi of si. Secondary schoot affitiated with the Board berecommended so that two of, them may be. approved by the Board as its nominee in the School Managing

Committee. Of these 2-3 may be principat of KV/JNV.
38. The school wili create Reserve Funci as per tne requirement of the Affiliation Bye Laws.
39. lt is mandatory for every affiliated school to become a member in the local Sah;daya of CBSE schools.
40. The Board would not allow any transfer of prope(y/sale of school by one society/ trlanalemenv Trust to anotherSociety/Management/Trust through agreemenusal; deed and the school shall not be closed down in the samepremises. ln case such transaction is effected explicitly or implicitly the Board shall withdraw its affiliation wrth

immediate effect.
41. The school should not start class xuxll without written approval of the Board. The Board shall not beresponsible for any consequences in case class Xl/Xll is stiried without following the Affiliation Bye Laws

and obtaining the prior approval of the Board.
42. The school will apply for further Extension of Provisional Affiliation 'on online'through www.cbseaff. nic. in with theprescribed fee of Rs. 25,000/- and other essential documents before 30rh June of ihelE;aingl;;Gfore the

expiry of the date of provisional affiliation otherwise penalty @ Rs 10,OOO/- p.m. subjeci to maximum Rs 50,oOO/-
will be charged for late execution of application.

Accordingly, 1"t Batch of class X of the school
will be appeared at the Board's Examination to be held in the year 2019.
