(01 of 2013) has been passed, the present Act has come into force from the academic year
2013-14. Also, for issuing No-Objection Certificates to English Medium Schools desirous of
attaching with Courses of Education Boards like CBSE, ICSE, IB,, IGCSE and CIE etc. elaborate,
detailed procedure has been fixed in pursuance of Government Resolution dated 20th June,
2012.

On the basis of self-financing, proposals for 3743 new private schools will be eligible for the
academic year 2016-17. Accordingly as shown In the accompanying statement, 3743 schools

school is satisfying concerned prescribed criteria, terms and conditions,
Government will issue NOC for the school to be attached t the concerned
Board.

New schools / upgraded schools allowed as per accompanying return list It will be
mandatory to abide by all the provisions of the Maharashtra Self Financed Schools
(Establishment and Regulation) Act, 202 (01 of 2013) as well as the orders and
procedures issued by the Government from time to time.

It will be the responsibility of the concerned Deputy Director of Education to inform the
concerned institutions within 15 days.

The concerned competent authority should ensure that the provisions of the Act, 2009

have been complied with and only after that take further action regarding First
approval.

The medium of instruction demanded by the Institute to start the school , Venue of the
school etc. cannot be altered in future. If school is started at a place other than at a place
for which the permission was granted by the Government, the sanction/permission
granted shall stand revoked automatically.

U-DISE DATA :- Filling in the District wise U-Dise (Unified District Information System for
Education) regarding the new schools / upgraded schools allowed by this ruling,
independent as "Self Financed Permit School" obtaining a number by registering in the
category the responsibility rests with the organization concerned.
